THE FIRST- EVER HUNG KONG YOUTH SCRABBLE TEAM
GOT GREAT RESULTS AT WYSC 2015 IN PERTH, AUSTRALIA

From 29th October to 3rd November 2015, 11 Hong Kong Youth Scrabble Team members
went to Perth, Australia for the World Youth Scrabble Championship 2015 (WYSC 2015),
being the first batch of Hong Kong players in the history of the tournament. They competed
with 95 other players from 13 countries in 24 games over 3 days. Lam Chi Ho Anson from
CCC Mong Man Wai College was awarded the Best Player from a New Country, finishing 27th
in the tournament. 7 HKSSPA representatives and school teachers also competed in the Side
Tournaments of WYSC, in which Carson Ip and Douglas Tsang were awarded the Best Novice
first and second in the Side Tournament A, receiving cash prizes.

On 18th July 2015, 27 top student players com-
peted in the 9-round WYSC 2015 Hong Kong Qualifier
for limited spots to represent Hong Kong.

The WESPA Championship 2015 (the World Championship of
Scrabble) was held after the WYSC, with 130 players from over
30 countries participating. Johnson Tsang, qualified after 18
games in the HK Qualifier on 9-10 July, becomes the first and
only Hong Kong representative in this prestigious event since
1995, playing 32 games in 4 days with the best Scrabble
players around the world. He got 12 wins, a remarkable result
for a new player.
